It is used to describe 
nature and the seasons. Each haiku has three lines with only 17 syllables in

all. Each of the three lines in a haiku contains a certain number of syllables. 
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Examples:





Do blue birds perch




Spring-blooming tulips

on wires, posts, and low branches


welcome the sun and open


while scanning for prey?
